A BRIEF HISTORY 

Minster is a place of great antiquity and it includes within its boundaries the traditional site of 

what may be claimed as two of the most notable landings ever made on the shores of England. 

Minster derives its name from the nunnery founded in the 7th Century on land given by King 

Egbert as a penance for the murder of his nephews. The first Abbess was the niece of this 

monarch and the sister of the boys who had been killed by Thunor on his instructions. A chalk pit 

(now filled in, this is the site where the properties at Laurensfield stand) near the former Hill 

House Hospital (now Hill House Drive Estate) is said to mark the spot where the earth swallowed 

Thunor when he tried to hinder the course of the hind, which was accepted as defining the extent 

of the grant of land for this nunnery. 

It may be reasonably assumed that, as remains of a Roman cemetery have been found at Minster, 

a settlement existed here long before the founding of the nunnery. At this time Thanet was 

actually an island and the route for vessels to the port of London was up the River Stour from 

Pegwell Bay, past Minster and Sarre, along the River Wansum and into the River Thames at 

Reculver. Relics still remain of the fortresses that the Romans erected at Richborough and 

Reculver to guard this important route around the south and west of Thanet.  

The true history of England dates from the coming of the Saxons. In the year 449 the Jutish 

chieftains, Hengist and Horsa, landed at Ebbsfleet, in the present parish of Minster, and 

established the first recorded settlement of what was to become the English race. 

The second notable event occurred in the year 597, during the reign of the Saxon King Ethelbert, 

when St. Augustine, commissioned by Pope Gregory, landed at the same spot to bring 

Christianity to those fair-skinned people whom the Pope had seen as slaves in Rome and had 

made the celebrated comment upon them that they should be called angels not Angles. 

The nunnery at Minster was ransacked by Danish invaders in 988 and again in 1011, as was the 

church of the nuns, which had been added in the 8th Century. The ruined buildings and the 

surrounding fertile lands were subsequently granted by King Canute to the monks of St. 

Augustine's at Canterbury, which was the first Benedictine Abbey to be founded in England. 

The monks rebuilt the nunnery and added a grange (now called Minster Abbey). Much of the 

12th Century work may still be seen here. They also farmed the lands and erected a parish 

church which is the Mother Church of the Isle of Thanet. 

With the silting up of the River Stour, Minster lost its importance; but, its name is forever 

enshrined in the history of England.

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Minster has a large recreation ground situated off the top of St aƛƭŘǊŜŘΩǎ Road, which is 
regularly used for both cricket and football. The site also encompasses the bowls club, an all 
weather pitch and a skate park, plus swings and a climbing frame/slide. There is a further play 
area in Molineux Road adjacent to the school, which has much more equipment available for 
youngsters to amuse themselves. 

Car parking is available in the free car parks situated in Monkton Road, adjacent to the New Inn 
and at the bottom of the High Street, adjacent to the public toilets. Furthermore, parking at the 
railway station is also free of charge. There are two disabled bays in Monkton Road. 

For the cyclists, there are miles of quiet country lanes in and around the locality and Minster is 
also on the 27ml Viking Coastal Trail, which is part of Regional Cycle Route 15 (map at back of 
this pack), whilst for the walkers there are a great number of public footpaths in and around the 
area and a map of these can be found at the car park in the High Street and also at the back of 
this pack. 
There are cycle racks available at the following locations: 
At the junction of Freemans Road and Monkton Road beside the bus stop

The local library has a fantastic selection of books, tapes, C5Ωǎ and DVDs for all ages plus they 
have a number of computers available, with Internet access, for public use. The library also 
offers a photocopying service as does the Parish Council Office. 

A local home delivery service for those bulkier items or weekly shops is offered by BenΩs 
Supermarket, the GreengrocerΩs ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ .ǳǘŎƘŜǊΩǎ. You can also still receive daily doorstep 
deliveries of milk from Dairy Crest in Ramsgate (tel 0800 615 715) and newspapers can be 
delivered to your home (ask at AttwellΩs for details). You can also have pet food delivered to 
your door by Animal Magic (tel 821699). 

Recycling facilities for glass, aluminium, cardboard and textiles are available in the High St. car 
park. Paper, card, tins and plastic bottles are collected from your doorstep on alternate weeks 
from the normal domestic waste collections. Green garden waste can be collected, provided 
you subscribe to the scheme with Thanet District Council ς details for the green waste scheme 
can be found elsewhere in this pack as can a domestic/recycling calendar.   All types of small 
dry-cell batteries can be recycled at various points in the village, see list on page 11 of this 
document. (.ŜƴΩǎ ŀƭǎƻ Ƙŀǎ ŀ ŦŀŎƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ ǊŜŎȅŎƭŜ ǎƘƻŜǎ).

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Notice-boards ςThere are three parish notice-boards available for general use by residents 
situated at Rose Gardens, Taylor Road and Norton Drive with another board on the churchyard 
wall opposite the Bell Inn, use of which is controlled by the church. Parishioners may use these 
boards to advertise meetings, events, etc but they are not to be used for any type of 
commercial advertising. The Parish Council displays its notices on a separate glass fronted board 
in Norton Drive. 

Public telephone ς at corner of Norton Drive and High Street 

Disabled access ς In and around the village centre most pavements have good dropped kerbs, 
at or very near each road junction, and in general most of the pavements are wide enough for 
wheelchair access. However the section of pavement to the south side of Monkton Road 
between No 10 and No 22 is extremely narrow, but there is a newer and wider pavement on the 
opposite side of the road here. Likewise the section of pavement between No 39 High Street 
and the Village Hall is also very narrow. This section also has some sideways sloping areas that 
force the unwary into the road. Unfortunately there is no pavement on the opposite side of the 
street at this point, but it is hoped the District Council and Kent Highways will eventually be 
persuaded to upgrade this section. 

A disabled toilet is available at the library, during opening times, and another is situated at the 
High Street car park where a Radar key is required. 

There are two marked disabled parking bays in the Monkton Road car park, opposite the 
library, and another in the High St car park beside the public toilets. 

Access to the upper floor above the library, home to the Parish Clerk and the Community 
Warden, is available in the form of a, self controlled, electric wheelchair lift, accessed via the 
library during opening times, or by the side entrance to the building outside of those hours. 

There are a few business premises where it is still necessary to step up from pavement level to 
access them, but in general most businesses are accessible to the disabled. 

Unfortunately the local bus services, run by a private operator, are unable to offer wheelchair 
access and their vehicles do not have the ability to lower their suspension for ease of access, 
but their drivers are always willing to help passengers on and off when required. 

 

Dog Walkers ς Please keep our village clean and tidy and clear up after your dog. There are dog 
bins situated in and around the village shopping area, at the recreation ground and alongside 
most of the alleyways. Dog bags are normally available from the Parish Council, the Community 
Warden, or the grounds-men at both the Rec and the Cemetery.
